VOLYN EVENTS 1943: CONCEPTUAL EVALUATION
BY METHODOLOGY OF GENOCIDE STUDIES

The paper deals with the problem of evaluation of the Ukrainian-Polish conflict of 1940, in
particular, the events of 1943 in Volyn, according to the methodology of Genocide Studies. The
qualification and interpretation of the crime of genocide involves a thorough analysis of the
structure of this phenomenon, the study of its constituent parts, dynamics and mechanisms for their
implementation, identification of features that are manifested at certain stages of the preparation and
implementation of genocidal actions. The researchers, who were engaged in the study and
theoretical generalization of the features of the crime of genocide, made the conclusion, that
genocidal actions always show some universal peculiarities. It is impossible to carry out genocide
without a long preparatory period and without the use of specific social mechanisms that do not
arise arbitrarily, but are the result of a deliberate activity of the state apparatus. Based on the
methodology of genocidal studies, the peculiarities of the deployment of the Ukrainian-Polish
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conflict during the Second World War in Volhynia do not give grounds for qualifying the actions of
the Ukrainian forces in the course of this conflict as a phenomenon of genocide.
