2. ANNOTATION OF THE COURSE:

Fundamentals of scientific research is an important and necessary course of
bachelors’ preparation of the educational program "International relations”. An important

The discipline has close links with such academic disciplines as "Introduction to a
specialty”, "The theory of international relations™”, "International relations and world
politics”, "Informatics”, "Country studies”, "Essence of geopolitics and geostrategy."

In the process of this discipline studying students will be able to get acquainted
with the essence, the object and subject of research, conceptual and categorical apparatus
of the subject; specific knowledge about basic concepts, content and functions of science,
forms of its organization and management; methodological foundations of scientific work
and science; variety of methods for scientific research; the ability to implement the
results of scientific research.

In this context, the subject " Fundamentals of Scientific Research”, which is taught
for students of the Faculty of International Relations, acts as one of the important and
necessary disciplines.

6. Distribution of scores and criteria of evaluation

Criteria of evaluation: during the seminar (T1-8) maximum 5 points can be got.

After studying the content module 1 (topics Ne 1-4) and the content module 2
(topics Ne 5-8) the module control work is written, which is valued for 60 points. The
total points, including current and module control is 100 points.
Test is passed according to the condition that the student has completed all the
educational activities specified by the curriculum and received at least 60 points. In case
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of unsatisfactory final evaluation, or if desired to increase the rating, the student can get
extra points by performing a certain type of work.

Rating and studying of the course are defined according to the rating scale.
