Antonina Semeniuk, YarynaMalakhovska. Associative method of foreign language
learning in the inclusive class.

In the article the definition and essence of associative method (MAS) as well as its
importance particularly for foreign language teaching of children with psychophysical
characteristics and inclusive education in general are considered. The main skills that this method
develops it in the study of foreign languages by children with psychophysiological defects are
highlighted. The advantages and disadvantages of using this method in an inclusive class are
described. Possibilities given by associations for solving problems in the educational process of
students with special needs are analyzed.

MAS is a method of live teaching, a game method, it is a language of movements, gestures,
facial expressions. It allows a child to discover the world through communication and play. The
main advantage of this method is its game form, because while playing achild learns and does not
get tired. The method develops students' skills, stimulates their attention, improves memorization,
stimulates new original ideas and meaningful connections. MAS is mainly focused on the study of

foreign vocabulary. It does not require the use of special technologies.



The method enables the use of the following analyzers in the process of learning foreign
languages: vision, hearing, speech and motor analyzers, so that students with psychophysical
disorders can compensate for some of their disabilities. It develops imaginative thinking, enables
complex learning material to be transformed into simple, and boring — into interesting. When using
MAS, students and teachers are equal participants in the learning process, and can show their
imagination, express their own ideas, be in motionconstantly.

While training, with the help of the game, you can revise the vocabulary of the topic,
organize a relaxing atmosphere at the lesson, activate the children's knowledge, teach them to use
active vocabulary in different speech situations, to develop children's creativity. The teacher must
take great efforts to create a convenientenvironment in which students, without straining, easily
learn a great amount of learning material. MAS is one of the most effective ways to semantise
lexical units, which helps solve one of the major problems of learning a foreign language - to store
linguistic material in memory.
