Abstract

The paper analyses the use of interactive methods as an effective way of
forming communicative abilities and skills of general secondary education students. A
theoretical analysis of the scientific and scientific-methodical literature on interactive
learning is proposed, the expediency of using interactive teaching methods in learning
English is substantiated, the main psychological prerequisites for the formation of
communicative English language competence of general secondary education students
through the use of interactive methods in the educational process are investigated.

The importance of such tasks designed to develop a creative personality as well
as increase motivation to learn a foreign language, improve communication skills,
abilities and master the language itself as the main mechanism of communication is
emphasized. The paper examines the essence of the interactive learning concept,
analyzes its various specific forms and process of organization, reveals the importance
of motivation, and describes its connection with the micro-class in the team and real
life.

Interactive learning acquires new features in the teaching of foreign languages,
when the educational process takes place under the conditions of constant, active
interaction of all participants with the aim of educating and developing the students’
personality simultaneously with the process of acquiring and assimilating new
knowledge. New interesting and effective methods of teaching in institutions of
general secondary education are considered. They will contribute to increasing interest
in the educational process and learning a foreign language through the active
involvement of all students and the influence of the team on the formation of
communicative skills and abilities, as well as the acquisition by each participant of the
experience of interaction in pairs and micro groups. It is the joint collective activity
providing optimal conditions for activating the capabilities of each student. It forms
and develops the ability and motivation to correctly perceive others and adequately
evaluate oneself, the results of one's activities, and not lose interest in the educational
process.

The forms of implementation of interactive methods, which were used by the
author in English lessons in a general secondary education institution, are the
following: a role-playing game, a project, a cluster, an aquarium, an educational
discussion, spontaneous dialogues, an interview, a brainstorming session, and a snow
globe.

Hauptkommunikationsmechanismus wird betont. Die Arbeit untersucht die Essenz des

As the management team overseeing a sprawling resort hotel, we've recently
encountered a series of challenges that necessitate thorough discussion and
resolution. Situated on an island adorned with captivating beaches, coral reefs, and
mountains, our hotel should ideally be a paradise, yet certain issues persist.

Firstly, guests have expressed dissatisfaction with the lack of engaging
activities. Evening hours seem particularly dull, devoid of any entertainment options.
Similarly, daytime offerings are limited, with sparse sports activities and little to
explore. This monotony has led to widespread boredom among our guests.

Furthermore, complaints have arisen regarding the quality and variety of our
culinary offerings. Guests find the food distasteful and repetitive, especially
concerning the absence of vegetarian options. This dissatisfaction with the dining
experience has become a significant concern that demands immediate attention.

The occupancy rate is below expectations, primarily due to a lack of awareness
about our hotel. Those who have discovered it often find the cost prohibitive.
Addressing the marketing strategy and pricing structure could potentially attract a
more diverse and larger clientele.

Regrettably, grievances have also been voiced regarding the conduct of our
staff. Numerous guests have reported encounters with rude and unhelpful employees,

exacerbating the negative perception of our hotel. Additionally, internal conflicts

among staff members have been observed, contributing to an unfavorable
atmosphere.

Lastly, the accessibility of our hotel poses a challenge, as there are no direct
transportation options from the airport. Guests find the taxi service exorbitantly
priced, hindering the overall convenience and appeal of our location.

In light of these issues, it is imperative that we collaboratively explore viable
solutions during our managerial discussions to enhance the overall guest experience
and revitalize our hotel's reputation as a premier destination [58].

Traveling by Train in Britain
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Upon stepping onto the British railway platform, one of the initial observations
made by visitors is the elevated height of the platforms, which sets them apart from
those in many other parts of the world. Unlike in some places, British railway
platforms are nearly level with the floor of the train carriages. This design eliminates
the need to ascend into the train, making it considerably easier for passengers to
embark and disembark with their luggage.

Trains traveling to and from London experience significant congestion during
peak commuting hours, as approximately one million people commute to work in the
city each day. However, there is an economic option available after a specific time,
typically around 9:30 AM when the rush has subsided. These are known as «cheap
day return tickets,» and traveling to London after this time can be nearly 50% more
affordable compared to traveling before.

Many high-speed trains to London offer a dining car where passengers can
purchase meals, coffee, or dinner. Alternatively, some trains feature a buffet where
snacks and drinks can be bought. Occasionally, a waiter from the dining car may
even circulate through the carriages, offering coffee to passengers.

British trains offer only two classes: first and second. A first-class ticket is
priced at 50% more than a second-class ticket. On long journeys, a ticket inspector
checks each passenger's ticket to ensure they are in the correct class [56].

It is customary in England for train passengers to maintain a relatively quiet
atmosphere, even on extended journeys. This behavior is more reflective of a national
norm than a matter of etiquette. When passengers complete their journey and prepare
to exit the train, they must hand their tickets to the ticket collector at the exit before
leaving the station. For those with luggage who require assistance, porters are
available to carry their bags to a waiting car or taxi. While these porters do not charge
for their service, they appreciate a tip as a token of gratitude.
