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CONCEPTUAL SPACE OF ENGLISH GERONTOLOGICAL DISCOURSE
IN MARGARET LAURENCE’S NOVEL “THE STONE ANGEL”

This article is devoted to conceptualizing the English-language gerontological discourse in Margaret Laurence s
novel “The Stone Angel” and identifying nominative means of actualizing the main concepts that reproduce its mental
and informational portrait. The study employs a convenience sampling method and automated content analysis to ensure
the reliability and validity of the results. During the analysis, several scenarios which are the forms of existence of the
corresponding concepts, verbalized by certain nominative means within the relevant reference fields, were revealed.
Generally accepted gerontological theories of aging (biological and psychosociological) are the basis for profiling the
relevant domains (the domain of biological changes and the domain of psychosocial changes), in the structure of which
all verbally expressed conceptualizations of the processes of aging and old age are actualized. It was established that the
domain of biological changes in the conceptual space of Margaret Laurence s novel “The Stone Angel” is represented by
the concepts BODY and MEDICINE & HEALTH. The domain of psychosocial changes includes the concepts CONFLICTS,
FEELINGS, THINKING & COGNITION, BEHAVIORS, and PEOPLE. It was revealed that the domain of psychosocial
changes is characterized by a certain heterogeneity due to the universal nature of the concepts BEHAVIORS and PEOPLE.
Owing to the ambiguity of the interpretation of the phenomenon of death, the concept DEATH & MORTALITY belongs
to the two mentioned above domains. It was found that the nominative units that identify the conceptual space of the
gerontological discourse within the relevant reference fields indicate real physiological changes caused by natural aging
processes, medical problems associated with these processes, and ways to solve these problems (the domain of biological
changes), alongside social and personal factors of the aging process, such as deterioration of social interaction and
behavioral deviations (the domain of psychosocial changes). Quantitative inconsistency of the structures of the detected
domains indicates that the analyzed text forms a gerontological discourse, which is mostly explicated within the domain
of psychosocial changes. The study contributes to the development of discourse research from the cognitive-discursive

approach. The proposed methodology is considered promising within the framework of linguistic gerontology.
