The article discovers the conceptual space of referents of the CRISIS metaphors, actualised in
the contemporary English newspaper discourse. The key domains include POLICY (parcels DOMESTIC POLICY and
FOREIGN POLICY) and ECONOMY and FINANCE (parcels PRODUCTION, TRADE, BANKS, FISCAL
ORGANS etc.). The parcels include referent concepts of the type GOVERNMENT and POPULATION, TRADERS
and CONSUMERS, EMPLOYERS and EMPLOYEES). The relations between the concepts determine the notiona
content of the potential referents of the CRISIS metaphors.
