In the piece of research the author determines
the interrelation between the conceptual success and failure phenomena and the motivational aspect of the individual
activity, and also the problems of self-efficacy, aim-and-value cluster of the action agent, external and internal factors
of achieving or not achieving something planned, emotive reactions of the bearer of success or failure category to a
positive or negative result of his/her activity in the process of goal achievement.
